Scholarship candidates must be residents of North Andover, high school seniors graduating from an accredited secondary school who have applied to a recognized institution for higher education, technical or vocational training.  

A significant number of our scholarships are based on need, others are awarded based on a student’s academic achievement, school and community service, or area of intended study; most are awarded based on a combination of these factors.  
If you wish your application to be considered on the basis of need, you must include Page 1 of the STUDENT AID REPORT that you received in response to completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  Page 1 indicates the Expected Family Contribution (EFC), and you must put this number on your application in the box provided.

(NASF) North Andover Scholarship Foundation Application Instructions
To apply for the NASF Scholarships, you must carefully follow the directions below.  Be thorough.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.  
A.   COMPLETE the NASF application on-line.  Please answer all questions as completely as possible. 
1. When you are finished, save a copy of the application to your computer. 
2. Name the document “NASF Application – Your First and Last Name”.
B.   CREATE an e-mail. 
1. In the subject line of the e-mail, put “NASF Application – Your First and Last Name”. 
2. This step is very important so that NASF can easily identify the contents of the e-mail.  
C.   ATTACH the following items to the e-mail: All attachments must be clearly marked with the name   of the document and your first and last name.  Ex: (Transcript – John Doe), (SAT – John Doe)
1. Your saved NASF application: “NASF Application – Your First and Last Name” 

2. A completed copy of your Common Application 

 OR a completed copy of another college/school application if you did not use the Common App

a) Please make sure the following information is included in your application: GPA, highest SAT and/or ACT scores, extra curricular and community service activities, jobs held, and both essays from the Common App or all essays from a school application
b) To prepare a copy of your Common App to attach to your application email: 
(1) Log into your Common Application account (www.commonapp.org)

(2) Click on My Colleges tab

(3) Click on a college for which the application is completed

(4) Click on “View this application”

(5) From this view, click on File, then “Save as” button – to Save the application as a PDF file.
c) If you are submitting the application from another college/ technical or vocational school, save an online application to your computer or scan a paper copy for submittal

3. Highest SAT and/or ACT score report if scores are NOT in your Common App / other application

4. Transcript

5. To be considered for NASF scholarships based on FINANCIAL NEED, you must attach Page 1 of the STUDENT AID REPORT (SAR) you received in response to completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  Page 1 indicates the Expected Family Contribution (EFC).  Save Page 1 of the SAR as a PDF file and attach to your NASF email.

6. OPTIONAL: You may attach ADDITIONAL INFO with any information missing from your Common Application or other application, or if you need additional space on our application.  You may attach a RESUME if you have one.  

7. Do NOT attach your teacher or any other recommendations.  
D.   SEND the e-mail with its attachments in one e-mail to: info@NAscholarship.org by April 1, 2012
